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Sermon of the Week:
The Story of Noah's Ark through the Lens of the Cross

Passage: Genesis 7:1-16
Date: June 30,2024

Pastor: Dongsuk Chung

Just as the Israelites were saved by
the blood of the Passover lamb but could
not be completely saved until they
escaped Egypt, even if we believe in
Jesus and receive salvation today, this
salvation will not be complete if we fail
to escape this world. If we receive
salvation but cannot come out of this
world, if we cannot abandon the world,
our faith cannot grow.

If the Israelites received salvation,
they must come out of Egypt and be
liberated. Moses told Pharaoh that there
was no place to worship God in Egypt, so
they had to travel for three days. This
three-day journey foreshadowed Jesus,
who died on the cross and was
resurrected after three days to become a
true sacrificial offering to worship God.
Likewise, we must also die on the cross
and resurrect to be able to offer true
worship to God.

God split open the Red Sea so that
the Israelites could walk across it as if it
were dry land to allow them to leave
Egypt, which represents the world. As the
Israelites gained new life by crossing the
water, the Egyptian army that was of the
world perished in the same waters. This
means that the Israelites were saved
from two powers - the power of the
world and the power of Satan-and in the
same way, we need those two things

today: the blood of redemption and the
water of judgment.

The Israelites were saved as a nation
from God's judgment through the blood of
a lamb painted on their doorposts and were
saved from the water of judgment by
passing through the Red Sea. This water
points to the cross, and the death of the
cross is the water of judgment.

The Lord tells us
not to try to do
anything for Him,
but to just die.
He says that when we die,
Jesus lives in us.
He tells us not to
try not to sin or become holy,
because we have
already become holy.
That is why we
must die every day.

This is also illustrated in the passage of
Genesis 7. Through Noah, God prepared an
ark and poured out His judgment through
water. Noah's family of eight passed
through the water in the ark and were
saved. Although the ark itself was judged as
they passed through the waters of
judgment, those inside the ark did not
suffer any pain or judgment. This ark is
Jesus Christ, upon which He was judged.

In this way, firstly, the blood of the
Passover lamb forgave our sins and
secondly, the water of the judgment
destroyed Satan, who is the force of sin,and

his power that once ruled over us.

God sent John the Baptist before
Jesus in order to baptize Him, so that He
may cross the water. This baptism
reflects the Israelites crossing the Red
Sea as if on dry land, and Noah's family
crossing the flood waters in the ark.
Baptism is a testament to our salvation;
it is a testament to our death when we
go into the water and a testament to the
life we have in our resurrection with
Jesus when we come out of the water.

The life of faith is not about knowing
much or receiving power, but about
dying. Jesus said, “If anyone would come
after me, let him deny himself and take
up his cross and follow me” (Matthew
16:24 ESV).The Lord tells us not to try to
do anything for Him, but to just die. He
says that when we die, Jesus lives in us.
He tells us not to try not to sin or become
holy, because we have already become
holy. Trying to become holy is an act of
rebellion against the cross of Jesus, which
accomplished and completed everything.
This is why we must die every day.

A boat without fail needs water.
However, it has no relation with the water,
only floating on it rather than being
submerged into it. Similarly, believers
today must be in this world, but must not
be of the world.Just like Noah’s family in
the ark, we have nothing to do with the
judgment of water, but pass through it as
the ark receives judgment instead. This is
the life of loving the cross.
