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Sermon of the Week:
Sarah and Hagar: Two Covenants of the Law and the Promise

Passage: Genesis 16:1-6
Date: September 22, 2024

Pastor: Dongsuk Chung

Today’s Scripture is about the story of
Sarah and Hagar in Genesis. Later in the
book of Galatians, the apostle Paul
explained that these two women
represent the two covenants. He says that
Abraham had two sons: one born of the
slave woman, according to the flesh, and
the other born of the free woman,
according to the promise. We are not
children of the slave woman, but children
of the free woman and Christ has set us
free so that we would no longer have to
submit to the yoke of slavery.

There are two covenants: the covenant
of the Law and the covenant of the
promise. The covenant of the Law is
conditional; meaning that blessings are
given if the Law is kept, while curses will
come if it is not. In contrast, the covenant
of the promise is unconditional. It is the
promise God made to humanity and He
fulfills His promise regardless of human
actions.

The people of Israel, chosen by God,
were also held captive under the law,
imprisoned until the coming faith would
be revealed (Galatians 3:23). God called
Abraham out from those who were lost by
living under the covenant of the Law to
give him the covenant of promise.

God called Abraham out of his old life:
promising to make him a great nation,
make his name great, and bless all nations
through him. Abraham'’s era was an era of

faith, of belief in God's promise. The
blessing promised to Abraham was the gift
of Isaac, who represents Jesus Christ.

The promise that God made to us is
the promise of the gift of Christ. This is a
promise of life, fulfilled by God, regardless
of how worthy we are to receive it. This
promise means that God, our Creator,
comes into our lives as life itself.
Therefore, to believe in Jesus Christ means
to believe that we are one with Jesus. To
believe that Jesus died and rose again is to
believe that we, too, have died and risen
with Him.

When we accept the doubts,
feelings, or emotions
that the forces of darkness give us,
we are being deceived by the devil.
However, when we accept the
declaration that all our sins have
been forgiven by
the blood of Christ,
we are set free.
At that moment,
the Bible becomes
spiritual nourishment for us.

We must remember the promise that
God made to us when He called us. Jesus
became wus, putting an end to our
enslavement to the law of sin and death by
dying on the cross and making us God's
children through His resurrection. We must
remember and reflect on this promise. The
emotions, feelings, and thoughts that
come from our corrupted souls are false.
The only eternal truth is the Word of God
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and the fact that God came as a man to
solve all our problems.

Salvation does not depend on our
actions but on the actions of Jesus. God
forgave our sins by seeing the blood of
His Son, Jesus, at Calvary. When we
accept the doubts, feelings, or emotions
that the forces of darkness give us, we
are being deceived by the devil.
However, when we accept the
declaration that all our sins have been
forgiven by the blood of Christ, we are
set free. At that moment, the Bible
becomes spiritual nourishment for us.

A new self, crucified and resurrected
with Jesus, now dwells in us. The Lord,
who put an end to our old self, now lives
in us through the Holy Spirit and we
come to understand that “My death is
present within me. When Jesus died on
the cross at Calvary, | also died with
Him.” The moment that the Holy Spirit
reveals this truth to us we come to
realize: His death is my death.

If we have received salvation
through the Holy Spirit, we must become
vessels that reveal the Lord. This only
happens when we die to ourselves.
When we die to ourselves, the Lord
appears and the Holy Spirit will control
everything around us. May this work of
the Holy Spirit be within us, filling our
spirits, souls,and bodies, so that the Lord
lives and moves in us, and that the
glorious revelation of God is made
manifest in us.
