Sermon of the Week:
The Enemy Within Us: The Salvation of the Soul

Passage: Genesis 3:1-7
Date: October 20, 2024

God's Word is spirit and life, alive and
powerful, sometimes appearing as light
to people and is both truth and reality.

God did not give up on this fallen
world, which the devil created, and sent
Jesus Christ as the new ancestor of all
men, the second Adam. Through Jesus,
God brought us all into Himself, had Him
die on the cross on behalf of everyone,
and raised Him to life.

God, the Creator and the Almighty,
gave up His glory,came in the lowly form
of a human, died, and resurrected,
becoming life within us and uniting with
us. Through the cross of Christ, our spirit,
soul, and body were legally saved.
Therefore, our life’s purpose is the
fulfillment of salvation—where our
spirit, soul, and body are fully saved.

When the saved spirit descends to
the soul, the soul is saved, and we
become conscious that Jesus is within us.
As the salvation of this soul becomes
abundant, we will realize that the gospel
does not come in words only, but also in
power, in the Holy Spirit, and with great
assurance. However, when the Spirit
places God's Word into our soul, the
human self (the soul) resists. Salvation
occurs when the spirit is saved upon
hearing and believing God's Word, being
born again through the Holy Spirit, with
Christ dwelling in our spirit through the
Holy Spirit. However, even after being

born again and saved in the spirit, if the
soul (the old self) is not saved or
sanctified, the relationship of
submission between the spirit and soul
cannot be established. The spirit should
govern the soul and the soul should
govern the body. But if the soul is active
and alive, it resists the control of the
spirit. The way to address this issue with
the soul is to crucify it with the cross.
Once the soul is crucified, the Lord in my
spirit will overflow into my soul, making
my life the life of Jesus Christ and,
therefore, the life of God.

When David defeated Goliath, the
entire nation of Israel was saved, and
David’s victory became the victory of the
people. This parallels how we became
victors and new creations through the
death and resurrection of Jesus. Jesus’
death and resurrection are not just for
Him alone but belong to believers,
including us. My death and resurrection
happened through Jesus. However, as
David’s victory turned Saul, the king of
Israel, into David’s enemy, so when the
Lord’s victory on the cross becomes mine
and | receive salvation through faith, an
enemy arises within me. My old self
becomes an enemy, and from that point
on, | must wage a battle to put to death
the deeds of the body by the Spirit.

Before being saved, | worshiped my
old self as an idol, like it was God. But
with the arrival of the new, reborn life, |
realize that the old self is an idol and an
enemy, and | must put to death the
deeds of the body by the spirit. We must
remember that as soon as we were
saved, we died. When | die, the
resurrected Lord moves and lives within
me. We died with Jesus on the cross. As
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Paul said, “| die daily,” so we must
maintain that death.

Jesus solved all our sins on the
cross, yet the soul resists and says not to
believe it. The existence of my old self
resists and opposes the truth whenever
it is alive. Just as Saul, who once loved
David, sought to kill him when David
became king, my old self rages against
me when | am reborn with the life of
heaven, leading to an inner struggle
between my new self and my old self.
The only purpose of a believer's life in
this world is to manifest Christ’s victory
through them. This is the life of the
reborn, the life of showing the Lord who
dwells within me.

Jesus became a human and, after
becoming like us, took hold of us and
died with us on the cross. Jesus is the
one who put me to death and
resurrected, coming to dwell in me
through the Holy Spirit. | cannot kill
myself, but as | obey the Holy Spirit
within me, | experience the power of
God’s Holy Spirit, which enables me to
fully die to myself. When | surrender to
the Holy Spirit’s control, | can more
easily die to my old self. This is not
achieved by my strength. God the
Father created us, God the Son
redeemed us, and God the Holy Spirit
is perfecting us. There is nothing for us
to do. May we be filled with the
blessing of accepting by faith
everything that the Lord has
accomplished.
