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Sermon of the Week:
The One Answer to Every Human Problem

Passage: Ecclesiastes 12:11-14 (ESV)
Date: October 19,2025

Among all the books of the Bible,
Ecclesiastes most clearly reveals the
fundamental issues of the universe—
especially the problem of human existence.
When we hear verses like “I said of laughter, ‘It
is mad,” and, “Vanity of vanities, says the
Preacher, vanity of vanities! All is vanity. What
does man gain by all the toil at which he toils
under the sun?”, these may sound like the
words of a pessimist. Yet in truth, they expose
the stark reality of a fallen world and the
nature of corrupted humanity.

As a result of falling for the temptation of
Satan, the human spirit lost its connection
with God, the soul became corrupted and
deceitful, and the body was ultimately
destined for the grave. Born into this state of
death, humans are, by nature, a collection of
problems. From birth to death we live
burdened by countless troubles, striving to
solve them in every possible way, yet in the
end, we die without finding the true answer.

The Bible, however, is like a mirror—it
reflects the true nature of humanity. God’s
Word reveals who we are and what destiny
awaits us. Therefore, though our existence is
filled with problems, we need not despair.
Through Scripture we can discover how the
problem of humanity is resolved.

1.The Problem of Creation

In this world where we live, we must ask:
am | a being created by God or one that came
into existence on my own? This is the question
of human origin. If we do not believe that God
created us and think instead that humans exist

by chance, then our existence has no meaning,
and there is no reason to live morally. But if
God created us, then within humanity lies His
divine purpose and will.

Romans 1:20 says that since the creation
of the world, God’s invisible attributes—His
eternal power and divine nature—have been
clearly perceived in the things that have been
made. Even in the insect world, we see the truth
of death and resurrection: maggots in a filthy
toilet seemingly become entombed as pupa,
then emerge as winged flies. The existence of
all things cannot be explained without God.

In the same way, humans did not bring
themselves into existence. God made us in His
image and likeness so that He might unite
with us and express Himself through us. The
Creator becomes our life and makes us
precious beings through whom He reveals
Himself. God continues to lead us toward this
purpose. When we accept the truth of
Scripture that “God created man in His image
and likeness”, only then does the deep-seated
unhappiness and groaning within our hearts
begin to fade away.

2.The Problem of Human Existence

This is the existential question: “Who am
I7 For what purpose do | live?” By His death
and resurrection,,Jesus made us new creations
in Christ.As the apostle Paul said,“By the grace
of God | am what | am” [1 Corinthians 15:10].
Only when Christ dwells in us do we come to
know who we truly are. The world can never
answer this question. But when the God who
created us in His image dwells within us, we
understand who we are and for whom we live.
When our position and identity in Christ are
certain, we can praise the Lord unshaken by
what others say or by any circumstances.

3.The Problem of Life
“What does it mean to live?” How one lives
is connected to the kind of life one has. The
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life of a bird is found in flying through the
sky; the life of a fish is found in swimming
through the water. In other words, the kind
of life one possesses determines the kind of
living one leads. Through the cross and
resurrection of Christ, we have been born
again and have received divine life.

The food of those who have received
this life is the Word of God. We eat the Word,
are transformed by it, and begin to take on its
form. The result of this life of the Word is
victory and rest. When we believe and receive
God’s Word, many worries disappear. Each day
| die with Christ on the cross and the One
who lives in me is Jesus Christ. Therefore, |
can trust that the Lord Himself will take care
of every circumstance in my life.

4.The Problem of Community

As social beings, humans must live
within @ community, yet conflict and
division are inevitable. Through our own
efforts, we can never form a truly united
community. But through the cross of Jesus
Christ, a new community was born—the
Church. True community can only be
established through death and resurrection.

The Church is the union of the triune
God—the Father, the Son, and the Holy
Spirit—with those created in God’s image.
This union is the essence of true community
and its growth is the eternal kingdom of God.

The problems of creation, existence,
life, and community are all resolved only
through union with Jesus Christ. There is
only one answer to all these problems. Even
if the world offers countless solutions, they
are all false. The moment we are united
with Christ, we find the true answer. May
this truth become real within us, so that
throughout our lives, the glory of Christ may
be revealed in and through us.
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
