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Sermon of the Week:
Do Not Neglect This Great Salvation

Passage: Hebrews 2:1-4 (ESV)
Date: December 28,2025

The Christian faith comes from
hearing. It does not begin with our effort
or resolve. It begins by hearing what Jesus
has already finished. In the age of the law,
obedience resulted in blessings and
disobedience brought  punishment.
However, no one could fully keep the law
due to the weakness of the flesh.
Therefore, God sent Jesus to forgive all our
sins and cause us to be born again.

The proper course of our lives is to
continue hearing this eternal truth and life
until the day we enter the grave and onto
our eternal home. For this reason, today's
passage tells us to listen and pay careful
attention to all that Jesus has already done
for us and to what is written in Scripture:
whether God truly exists, whether Jesus
Christ has borne all my sins, and whether
He has made me into a new person. These
are not truths to hear lightly but realities
to ponder deeply.

The passage says, “How shall we
escape if we neglect such a great
salvation?” [Hebrews 2:3]. This salvation is
not something that we can obtain. As the
apostle Paul confessed, “Wretched man
that | am! Who will deliver me from this
body of death?” [Romans 7:24]. We are not
capable of achieving salvation for
ourselves. That is why God sent His Son to
become us, so that we might die and rise
together with Him. Scripture does not tell
us to earn salvation, but to receive it. It
calls us to believe that He has already
dealt with my sins, my inner death—
everything—on the cross in my place. This
is not a command to quit smoking or
drinking, solve our sins ourselves, and then
come to church. Rather, it is an invitation
to come, hear the Word, and receive the
solution through the Holy Spirit.

When we hear the message of
salvation in Jesus and believe and accept
it, it brings us the 'great salvation”
mentioned in today's passage.What then is
this "great salvation"? Hebrews chapter 1
speaks of Jesus as the Son of God. In the
Gospel of John, Jesus says, “Whoever has
seen me has seen the Father” [John 14:9].
This reveals that God the Father came to
this earth in the name of the Son. Through
this great salvation, God Himself has come
to dwell within us. Hebrews chapter 2 then

speaks of Jesus as the Son of Man. At the
heart of this great salvation is the truth
that God became a man.

This gospel of salvation was
accomplished through the incarnate Jesus.
Having become human, He took on
everything that belongs to broken
humanity. Our constantly sinning selves,
our great trials,and every problem became
His. Therefore, when Jesus died, our
sicknesses and our sins were resolved in
Him.When this faith fills our hearts, we are
able to overcome any circumstance.
Whether we feel it or not, the fact that our
salvation was completed through the
cross and resurrection is already a
completed reality before God. Therefore,
we are told to receive this fact by faith.
Because it is given by the Almighty God, it
is only when we believe that we come to
experience it.

When we believe the gospel and the
life of Jesus comes to dwell within us, our
attachment to the things of this world
fades away. Through the death of the cross,
we have died to the world, and the world
has died to us. Hebrews 2:14-15 declares,
the Lord has removed death from all those
who feared it, so we are freed from the fear
of death and experience peace of mind. We
are no longer shaken by what others say.
Through the life of Jesus, we are not
controlled by other people’s words, unjust
acts, and even praise. In addition, those
who are born again and hold citizenship in
heaven lack nothing, even earthly
provisions and food. Our great High Priest
Himself supplies us with bread and wine.
As we believe in the cross and enter daily
into His death, the life of Jesus becomes
increasingly abundant within us. His
wisdom and grace become our true
nourishment.  Finally, as  Scripture
promises, “He will transform our lowly
body to be like his glorious body”
[Philippians 3:21]. What an immense and
glorious salvation this is.

As the things we once relied on in the
flesh are stripped away, we come to
cherish this gospel more deeply and
reflect on it more earnestly. What could we
possibly seek more than this great
salvation? When Jesus became a grain of
wheat and died, many fruits—the sons of
God—were produced. This must not remain
a theory but become our lived reality. We
are not called to be religious Christians,
but true Christians who live with Christ
dwelling within us. As our flesh s
gradually broken and put to death, may our
lives become those in which it is no longer
we who live, but Jesus who lives in us.
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
